Baptism

PLEASE NOTE:
If you desire to be baptized, or if you are parents and desire to have your child baptized at Trinity, you must meet with the Rector of Trinity Church in order to gain an understanding of baptism and of the vows you will be making for yourself or on behalf of your child. Please contact the Rector to arrange a meeting.
 
Jesus said, “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born again he cannot see the kingdom of God.”...“Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.” (The Gospel according to John, Chapter 3, verses 3 and 5)

At baptism, we ask God the Father, through our Lord Jesus Christ, that in his abundant mercy he would grant to the person who is to be baptized that which by nature he/she cannot have; that he/she may be baptized with Water and the Holy Spirit, and received into Christ's holy Church, and be made a living member of the same.

It is the responsibility of the parents of an infant or small child who is to be baptized to have prayed that our Lord Jesus Christ would receive the child, release the child from sin, sanctify the child with the Holy Spirit, and give the child the kingdom of heaven and everlasting life. The parents and sponsors (or godparents) of the child will make renunciations and promises on behalf of the child. The parents and sponsors also vow before God to see (guarantee) that the child is raised in the Christian faith and life, so that the child will know Christ and be able to follow him.

An older child or adult makes the same renunciations and promises for him/herself.

The congregation who witnesses the baptism also vows to support the newly baptized in his/her life in Christ.

What will you be renouncing at baptism?
· Satan and all the spiritual forces of wickedness that rebel against God

1. The evil powers of this world which corrupt and destroy the creatures of God

1. All sinful desires that draw you from the love of God

What will you be promising to do at baptism?
· To turn to Jesus Christ and accept his as your Savior

1. To put your whole trust in his faith and love

1. To follow and obey him as your Lord
