Christian Marriage

Christian marriage is a solemn and public covenant between a man and a woman in the presence of God. It is intended to be a life-long union.


In order to be married at Trinity, the man or the woman must be a member in good standing at Trinity, or be the son/daughter, or grandson/granddaughter of a member in good standing.


A man and a woman who wish to be married at Trinity are expected to do the following in the months leading up to the wedding:

· Have the proposed wedding approved by the Rector

1. Have the date approved by the Parish Administrator and entered on the church calendar

1. Receive, read, initial, and return to the church office a copy of the Trinity Wedding Guidelines (available as a PDF on the Trinity website)

1. Before the wedding - meet with the Rector for premarital counseling (six sessions required)

1. After the wedding - meet with the Rector for follow-up counseling (one session required)




Please note: If the proposed wedding is a second marriage for one or both of the parties involved, approval for the marriage must be obtained from the Bishop. Several required forms must be submitted to the Bishop and he needs at least 90 days to consider the request for a second marriage.
