Membership

The legal definition of membership at Trinity is stated in Article I of our Trinity By-Laws:
“Every person who is a communicant of this parish, and who has contributed to the support of this parish for the previous six months, and who has reached the age of eighteen years is hereby declared a voting member of the parish of Trinity Episcopal Church, Pinopolis, South Carolina, and shall be entitled to a seat in every parish meeting. The minor children of members are declared to be members of the parish, but not entitled to a seat or vote in the meetings of the congregation.”

This definition is a description of qualification. But we also have certain expectations of our members. The purpose of these expectations is to help us lead a balanced life as Christians, both as individuals and as a congregation. These expectations are based on the TRIANGLE...one of Mike Breen's LifeShapes. One side of the triangle represents our connection with God, one side represents our connection with each other, and one side represents our connection with the world...UP – IN – OUT.




With the TRIANGLE in mind, we have the following expectations of our members here at Trinity:
Connect with God
UP - Weekly worship
(There are three opportunities to worship on Sunday: 8:30 AM, 11:00 AM, 6:00 PM.)

UP – Individual daily Bible study and prayer

Connect with each other
IN – Weekly small group Bible study
(There are groups currently meeting on Sunday morning and during the week.)

IN – Participate in fellowship gatherings and the annual congregational meeting

Connect with the world
OUT – Involvement in a mission that reaches out into our community with compassion and mercy

OUT – Share the Good News of Jesus Christ with patience, care, and sincerity as God gives you opportunities in your daily life
